Could You Foster or Adopt A Miniature Schnauzer?

MSRH is a non-profit, no-kill, all-volunteer rescue group that specializes in finding forever homes for lost or abandoned Miniature Schnauzers within Houston and the surrounding area.  MSRH does not operate a shelter.  The Miniature Schnauzers we rescue are placed in loving Foster Homes until a Forever Home can be found.  At this time, we are in desperate need of foster families.  With the current economy, the number of adoptions is down but the number of Schnauzers being rescued is up……way up!  Without additional foster home space, we are turning dogs away for the first time in MSRH history!

Better still, perhaps you’d be willing to adopt one of our Schnauzers thereby freeing a foster space for another Schnauzer needing to be rescued.  Our adoption fee usually runs between $250 and $450.  This fee varies based primarily on the age of the dog.  Your new family member will come to you will all of his or her shots, be spayed / neutered, have a microchip, and will have tested negative for heartworms (having been successfully treated if required).  Our Schnauzers will be 100% healthy and ready to join you in their new forever home!  And, because they’ve been cared for in a loving foster home environment, our dogs are well-socialized, generally house-trained and may be crate-trained and leash-trained as well!
